	-Good morning, dear friends. I’m glad to see you. How are you today? I think everything is OK.             
-Are you ready to start our work?
-Now, let’s begin. 
-So, today we’ll make an imaginary trip to Scotland and the topic of our lesson is “A Visit to Scotland”. But first, let’s have a discussion about traveling. Look at the blackboard! Here you can see the quotation from John Clarke: “He that travels far knows much.” I think these words can be the motto of our lesson. Try to prove that Clarke was really right. First, try to translate this phrase, and then you’ll express your opinion. How do you understand these words? Use the expressions on the screen.   

-Now, let’s summarize everything you’ve said.

-Of course, traveling is exciting, because when you travel you have a chance to change your style of life, to visit new places (historical and sightseeing), to speak with native people. And in general, traveling develops our outlook.

So, we proved that John Clarke was quite right.

-In order to travel to Scotland, we need some specific vocabulary. Look at the screen. Here you can see some proper names we use at our lesson today. Listen and repeat them after me, please. Now try to read them in a proper way (correctly).

-By the way, what do you know about Scotland? Answer the questions, please. You can see them on the screen. 
-So, Scotland is a beautiful and picturesque country. It is famous for its gloomy and grey castles on the rocks, bagpipes, unusual musical instruments, kilts, mysterious lochs with monsters, haggis, a specific Scottish dish. And, of course, Robert Burns, the national poet of this country. He wrote so many wonderful poems about countryside and people. I’d like you to recite one of the most famous poems about Scotland “My heart is in the Highlands”. 

-You see, this country is worth seeing. So, we’ll get Scotland by the plane. But before we are on board the plane let’s have a rest and do some exercises.

Hands up! Hands down!

Hands on hips and sit down!

Stand up! Bend left! Bend right!

Hands down and sit down!

My hands upon my head I place,

On my shoulders, on my face.

Then I put them in front of me 

And gently clap them: one, two, and three.

-So, we are ready to board the airplane to get quickly to Edinburgh, the capital of Scotland. It’s safe, fast and comfortable.

Now we have role-play and we need a pilot, a stewardess, some passengers (tourists) and a guide. Who wants to be a pilot, a stewardess, a guide? All the rest will be passengers. So, take your cards, look through the words for 1 or 2 minutes and we shall start.

-We are in the capital of Scotland. I think you are lucky because you are going to see a lot of places of interest. Be very attentive! After watching a film you’ll do the test.

-Now look at the screen.  
Here you can see some sentences, some opinions about Edinburgh. Take your sheets of paper and write down if they are true or false.

Tourist 3. Look, look! We are flying above the sea. 

Tourist 4. It’s not the sea. It’s the English Channel. 

Tourist 3. The weather is fine today, and we are lucky to see the sea.

Tourist 4. The weather is changeable in Britain. English people say: “We have no climate, we have only the weather”. 

Tourist 3. It’s funny.

Tourist 5. What are you reading about? 

Tourist 6. It’s about the customs and traditions of the United Kingdom.

Tourist 5. Is there anything interesting about Scotland? 

Tourist 6. To my mind the most exciting is about the thistle.

Tourist 5. Really?

Tourist 6. Don’t you know that thistle is the national emblem of Scotland?

Tourist 5. I think everybody knows this. But I don’t remember the legend.

Stewardess: Ladies and gentlemen! Our plane is about to land in Edinburgh, the capital of Scotland. I ask you to fasten your seat-belts. Stop smoking and don’t leave your seats until the final stop of the plane. Our plane will arrive exactly on time and your guide is waiting for you in the airport.

Guide: Welcome to Edinburgh, the capital of Scotland. Our city is called the open-air museum. While we are going to the hotel, I invite you to a bus tour around the city.
