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Цели и задачи урока

Образовательные:

· формировать навыки устной речи;

· учить аргументировано высказывать  свою точку зрения и находить альтернативные решения;

· активизировать лексику по темам: «Здоровый образ жизни», «Хобби», «Образование», «Родители и дети», «Уход из дома»;

· учить самостоятельно добывать знания;

· создать условия для активной деятельности обучающихся.

Развивающие:

· развивать потребности выявления проблемы и разрешения возникающих противоречий;

· предоставлять возможность учащимся для создания личностно-развивающей ситуации, позволяющей реализовать творческие силы, обеспечить выработку собственного мнения, своего стиля деятельности.

Воспитывающие:

· воспитывать индивидуальную и коллективную ответственность учащихся за конкретную работу в рамках проекта, учитывая их интересы, жизненный опыт и индивидуальные способности;

· воспитывать уважительное отношение к родителям;

· формировать правильные жизненные ценности у учащихся,  содействовать повышению уровня воспитанности учащихся; 

· пропаганда здорового образа жизни.

Цели урока достигаются через интеграцию традиционных и инновационных форм работы.
· Оснащение урока: лингафонный кабинет, учебники «Blueprint», коллажи и компьютерные презентации учащихся на тему «Проблемы молодежи», мультимедийное оборудование, магнитофон. Кабинет украшен коллажами по теме «Проблемы молодежи», подготовленными учениками.
Ход урока.
1. Организационный момент. Ввод в тему урока, вступительное слово учителя.
Teacher (T):
-Good morning, dear pupils! I am glad to see here at our lesson our guests – teachers. Dear guests and pupils, I wish you to feel yourself comfortable at our lesson. Well, let’s begin.

Being a teenager is a time of intense conflict and change. It can be the greatest and most exciting time one minute and the most traumatic and difficult the next. Many aspects of life become harder to cope with – parents rarely seem to understand you, school pressure has never been greater, and relationships with friends become either stronger or more complicated. You see, that the teenagers’ life is not very simple and easy. Today we’ll talk only about the teenagers’ life, and the topic of our lesson will be “Teenagers’ life or Youth problems”. This lesson will be a project lesson or discussion lesson. I invite to blackboard groups of pupils.

Pupil 1:

The first problem is to choose a good friend. We know the proverb “A friend in need is a friend indeed”. We all want to have a friend who understands us. It will be simple and interesting to speak to him or her. Else we can join to bad company.

Pupil 2:

Young people have problems with their parents, what are they? Sometimes we have different tastes. We like the proverb “There is no accounting for tastes”. For example, you go to the shops with your mother. She likes this dress but you like that one. Your mother wants you to buy this dress. But you are sure, that dress is much to your taste.

Pupil 3:

The third problem is a pocket money. Zarina, what do you think about it?

-Many parents don’t give pocket money for their children. I think that it is wrong, because we need pocket money. When we have no money we often get into trouble. Earning money – is help to parents. But in free time from lessons, for example – in summer.
-Oh, I agree with you, Zarina. But I have not problem with pocket money. Then I need something parents give me money, because they trust and believe me. I can do, what I want.

Pupil 4:

 Many teenagers come home late after dance and this provokes their parents to conflict. Of course, our parents live old conceptions about fashion, about music, about life style. They are against of loud music, TV after 10 p.m. o’clock, our modern clothes. But this fact is explained by the agitation for us and parents’ love towards us.
Pupil 5:

As many people, as many events. Everybody selects everything for their souls. Some teenagers prefer music. Other young people interested in sport. It’s more useful hobby, I think.

Young people like to go on travels. They haven’t much money, so they go on travels by care stop.
You may have friends by internet and to receive invitation to guest in any country. In reply you must be ready to host any friend from any country. 

My favorite hobby is decorating different things for example: my bags, my jeans, my notebooks they are products of my art.
Pupil 6:

It’s great to be a teen! I think the teenage years are the most wonderful years in our life. At this age we start a new adult life. We can go to parties, discos, cafes, etc. We can have a lot of fun with our friends. At this age we start dating. It’s really cool. We can start traveling around the world if our parents give us some money for the trip. Then it’s possible to have an unforgettable experience visiting different places and meeting new people.
Of course, now teenagers have a lot more to worry about than their parents did. Violence, alcohol, drugs and AIDS cases are increasing. Nastya, what do you think about it?

Pupil 7:

Of course, youth is a special time for any person and young people have some problems. Sometimes happens so, that young turn off correct way. I mean alcohol and smoking. In the USA for example, ten times more people die from tobacco-related illnesses than from automobile accidents. That wasn’t such, it is necessary to keep up the desires, because I think that being a teenager is great.

Pupil 8:

Nowadays teenagers have a lot of problems, and some of them are related with bad habits, such as alcohol, drugs, smoking and glue sniffing. Alcohol is the poison for any alive cell. Intake of alcohol into organism upsets work of tissue and body. Alcohol is a perniciously acts on cells and brain. Often teenagers start to drink alcohol, getting to bad companies. Nicotine is one of the most dangerous poisons of phytogenesis.  Smoking slows down teenagers’ physical and mental development. As earlier teenagers will start to smoke, in the future it will be more difficult to refuse of it. 

Pupil 9:

Drugs are the most important problem of youth. Addicts are widespread among children and teenagers. Drugs lead to trouble. The first doze can be the last. People using drugs, became criminals. People should be protected from drugs!

I think everybody heard about such the phenomenon, as glue sniffing. It is very dangerous habit, teenagers can lose not only health, but also lives. These poisons cause a depression, loss of appetite, a sickness. The majority of related people finish their life in psychiatric hospital.

Pupil 10:

The results of these problems: 

1) estrangement from the parents;

2) connections with bad companies;

3) leaving the home;

4) weakness for smoking, alcohol and drugs;

5) leaving the life.

Let us not to be aggressive and let’s try to avoid of this problems.
Pupil 11:

Nowadays youth problems are rather sickly sides of social life. Society looks for ways to rape it and to attract young people to different jobs. 

Sports, such as football, tennis and athletics, will always be popular as they are mixed keeping fit with socializing. It actually helps young people to unfurl themselves. Sport is not just to borrow useless free time of teenagers, it also takes unnecessary their energy. Skateboarding is hugely popular, particularly in cities both as a part of culture including music and fashion. We know that sport has good influence for health. It’s especially important for health of young people, because keeping their health is very difficult: young people smoking, drinking beer, even getting drugs. So sport save young people from this harmful habits. So, for example, skateboarding is not only hobby – it also means to save the health.

Pupil 12:

Usually teenagers are romantics. Romance – isn’t only manifestation of age. To be a teenager is very difficult. There are problems with parents, friends or teachers, but teens don’t think that it spoils their lives completely. They feel unprotected and uncertain about their future. As for me, I am sure that our teenage years are the best years of our lives. To my mind, romantic relations play an important role. Teens fall in love for the first time. It’s a real event! Sometimes they suffer when it’s unrequited love but other times the affectionate feeling is shared by both. What a great experience! It might seem naïve at first but I feel sorry for people who have never fallen in love, no matter how long it lasted.

Pupil 13:

Teenager – word that describes age and condition of soul. 

I affirm that to be a teenager it’s fun. It’s a great chance given in your life only once, to spend this time merrily and fun.

 I’m teenager myself, and our life is without brakes sometimes. We can spend our free time with our friends going for parties, listening to music, trips, tours, sports, and many other things. This age is door for merriment that is not available for adults, we have many opportunities in our life and not a lot of problems, like earning money or feeding family. 

Our life is full of events, activities, flirtation and fun – this is life of teen, it’s fun.

ABOUT THE YOUNG AND HOMELESS IN BRITAIN
Of  London’s estimated 75, 000 homeless people, a high percentage are between the ages of seventeen and twenty-five. Every year in Britain, over 5, 000 young people leave home. Most of these young people are over sixteen but some are even younger. Most of them are escaping from an unhappy home life but a few of them just want the bright lights of a big city and a chance to earn some money.

When their money runs out, some start begging or busking to earn money. They start living on the streets and sleeping in doorways or in squats. Many of them return home after a few months but the rest stay. Some say they prefer the freedom of the streets to life at home.
