День Благодарения
Разработка внеклассного мероприятия для 7-го класса.

Цель: включить учащихся в культурное пространство англо-язычных стран через изучение национальных особенностей праздника День Благодарения в США.

Задачи:

1. Ввести в актив учащихся новую лексику по теме и закрепить её посредством активного участия ребят в игровой деятельности.

2. Совершенствовать устную речь учащихся.

3. Развивать навыки учащихся в чтении и аудировании.

4. Развивать логическое и образное мышление учащихся.

Оборудование: Презентация о Дне Благодарения в США, символы праздника; изречения , аудиозапись с песней, карточки с лексикой, жетоны в форме индюков.
Вступительное слово:
Good morning,boys and girls!  Do you know that people in every country have celebrations in autumn to thank God and nature for a rich harvest. What is the name of the American holiday?
Pupil: It is Thanksgiving Day.

Let’s form two groups. Each group must take as many turkeys as it can  for right answers.

Part 1:
-Let’s read the words after me.

Pumpkin pie, cranberry  sause, sweet potatoes, squash, wreaths of dried flowers, horns of plenty, Thanksgiving feast, harvest, give thanks to.

-Take a turkey for correct translation.(тыквенный пирог, клюквенный соус, сладкий картофель, рог изобилия, кабачок, веночки из сухих цветов, урожай, пиршество, благодарить)
-Let’s begin with the history of this holiday  ( the presentation  is shown, two pupils give commentaries to the slides.
Part 2:
a)-What is the word or phrase connected with?

1. the last Thursday

2. people and families

3. traditional American food

4. in 1620

5. in the autumn 1621

6. a special dinner

7. a symbol of Thanksgiving Day

8. Thanksgiving traditions

b)- Here is the task for you: Say: “That’s right” or “That’s wrong”. If you say wrong, correct the sentence.
1. Thanksgiving Day is a British holiday.

2. People celebrate this holiday in offices.

3. They eat bacon and eggs to celebrate Thanksgiving Day.

4. Thanksgiving Day comes on the 4th Thursday in December.

5. Basketball is the most popular game on this day.

6. Stores, classrooms and homes are decorated with turkeys, pilgrims.

c)-During Thanksgiving dinner American people give thanks for many things.You have short poems in front of you. Read them together to get an idea what American people are thankful for
The task for the first group : say what American people are thankful for.
The task for  the second group: say what you are thankful for in your life.
Part 3:

-We know that when people celebrate  smth., they like to play as well. Some games are played on Thanksgiving Day.
1. Carrot pitching.

Each player takes a carrot and throws it into a basket from a distance. The winning team is the one with the highest score.
2. Grape –stringing.

On the signal everyone starts stringing the grapes onto their threads. The first to fill the thread is the winner. Ready? Go!
3. Over the river.

These two pieces of clothesline stand for the river( approximately one foot apart). You should jump over the river( one at a time)  to reach Grandmother’s house for Thanksgiving dinner. Gradually place the clothesline farther apart to challenge children
4.Where is the turkey?

One player is a hunter, the others are helpers. The hunter leaves the room. We hide a small turkey. Start to search for turkey. You gobble to help him to find the turkey. If the hunter is close to the turkey you gobble louder ( or softly) untill Turkey is found. Let’s practice gobbling. Who will be the hunter?
5.Filling memory.
Try to say: I am going to Thanksgiving dinner and I’m having turkey.The second pupil repeats what the  first one said and adds a new dish.The pupil who has the best memory will be the winner.
