Road needs have been strongly influenced by this popularity and also by the mass
movement of people to cities and thence to suburban fringes — a trend that has led to
increasing travel needs and road congestion.

SANITARY ENGINEERING
My Future Profession

It is no secret to anyone — the choice of a future profession is one of the most
Important decisions in the life of each person. And this choice must be approached
consciously. But how to find your professional vocation? A plumber is a tradesperson
who specializes in installing and maintaining systems used for potable (drinking)
water, and for sewage and drainage in plumbing systems. Years of training and/or
experience are needed to become a skilled plumber; some jurisdictions also require
that plumbers be licensed.

Common plumbing tasks and skills include: 1. Reading drawings and
specifications, to determine the layout of water supply, waste, and venting systems; 2.
Detecting faults in plumbing appliances and systems, and correctly diagnosing their
causes; 3. Installing, repairing and maintaining domestic, commercial, and industrial
plumbing fixtures and systems; 4. Locating and marking positions for pipe
connections, passage holes, and fixtures in walls and floors; 5. Measuring, cutting,
bending, and threading pipes using hand and power tools or machines; 6. Joining pipes
and fittings together using soldering techniques, compression fittings, threaded fittings,
solvent weld, crimp and push— fit fittings; 7. Testing pipes for leaks using air or water
pressure gauges; 8. Paying attention, in all work undertaken, to legal regulations and
safety issues; 9. Ensuring that all safety standards and building regulations are met.

There’s something comforting about the fact that regardless of how advanced
and futuristic our landscape becomes, there will always be a plumber on hand. But the
reality is plumbing is a great example of a trade — just like electricians — that we will
always need and which will never fully be subject to extinction by technology.
